Time has flown over the past 12 months and for 
my final Newsletter, I wish to acknowledge the 
privilege of being your District Governor for 
2009/10 and the support I’ve received throughout 
our District in achieving some great outcomes.

Day at “Lovely Banks”, in support of The 
Rotary Foundation, Polio eradication and the 
Foundation Grants program. 

·  A greatly expanded Rotary Youth Driver 
Awareness Program. 

·  Strong, vibrant youth programs, with several 
students receiving national recognition. 

·  A 26-member Rotaract Club of Tamar Valley 
chartered. 

·  A partnership with Beyond Blue formalized for 
the introduction as a series of new initiatives in 
helping people address depression and 
mental health. 

·  Second Bite and our partner, Woolworths 
dramatically increased our food aid program to 
disadvantaged groups. 

·  Two highly-successful Group Study 
Exchanges with the Loire Valley and New 
York.  

·  An appealing new District website 
·  A great Friendship Visit to Egypt and Jordan. 
 

·  Over $200,000 collected from the 
Tasmanian community and channeled 
through Rotary, in support for the people 
of Haiti. 

·  The many volunteer teams supporting 
the Victorian Bushfire Recovery 
program. 

·  Excellent Group Forums throughout the 
State. 

 
Combine the above with all the individual 
club programs and the end result is 
something all Rotarians in Tasmania can be 
proud of. We are leaving the District in good 
shape for DGE Ted Richey’s year of 
“ Building Communities and Bridging 
Continents”.  
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Feeding Targa 
 
When Targa comes to Georgetown for the 
Prologue, RC Georgetown provides a sit 
down three course meal for competitors, 
support teams and officials.  Preparation 
takes place days before, accumulating and 
pre-cooking some of the food.  Just about 
every member of the club gets involved in 
the preparation and serving of the food. 
 

 
 

This year, 430 people were fed at lunchtime.  
It was hard work for club members and 
helpers, but they managed to have fun at the 
same time.   
 
Visiting Rotarians from Tasmania and the 
mainland were among the Targa 
participants. 
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Wheelchairs for Haiti Survivors . 
 
The Haiti Appeal has now concluded, with over 
$100,000 being contributed.  The Tasmanian 
Government has matched this amount. Funds will 
be divided equally to the Rotary Foundation Haiti 
Appeal and a wheelchair program for those 
people badly injured by the earthquake.  

 
Wheelchairs will be supplied through District 
7670’s Wheelchair Foundation in North Carolina. 
This program has already delivered over 4000 
wheelchairs to developing nations.  Rotary Clubs 
on the ground in Haiti are in the process of 
identifying the needy and will be responsible for 
the distribution of wheelchairs.
