Advertising is a one way to publicise your
clubb6s activit beqgite h oy
expensive. As Rotarians, with little funds
dedicated to promotion, we need to get good
at obtaining free publicity or Public Relations
(PR). PR involves any activity or promotion
that generally costs very little. A simple
example is wearing the Rotary jackets, hats,
vests and badges during your event i if you
look the part, you will make an impact.
Another way to get free publicity is by inviting
media to your event by sending out a media
alert. These are just two simple examples of
gaining positive exposure for your club.

But what does PR mean to you and your club?
More exposure in your local area will let the
public know what you are doing and could
generate new member enquiries and perhaps
create opportunities for sponsorship from
businesses etc.
